Additionally, care has been taken to 
minimize complexity, resulting in simple 
installation requirements, shareable 
confi guration (profi le) settings and 
complete help information throughout 
the technology.

Compuware’s comprehensive yet pragmatic approach to 
modernization minimizes the expenditure, risk, complexity, training 
and deployment requirements compared to competitive alternatives. 

Compuware chose to integrate the modernized mainframe user 
interfaces into the Workbench via a Service Oriented Architecture. 
This resulted in the feature-rich Compuware mainframe products 
being broken down into discrete, callable services. This technology is 
thus well-positioned for rapid integration into future frameworks that 
gain traction in the application development arena. 

This investment to service-enable Compuware core mainframe products 
will allow the Workbench to evolve and provide accelerated/enhanced 
product integration, allowing for more automated processes. Developers 
can focus on the task at hand, rather than on which tool or command 
they need to use to get the job done.
